I. Downtown Burbank Landscape Program

Gail Stewart introduced Todd Bennitt, of Bennit + Mitchell, who presented a power point presentation on the proposed new landscaping program for the Downtown area. The presentation included various ideas on façade guidelines, paving, existing wall options, color options, and benches.  There was a discussion on painting certain areas versus re-plastering with color concrete.  It was the consensus of the Committee to have staff check into the difference in cost of these two options.  Also discussed were new trash receptacles, bike racks and for landscaping, drought tolerant plants, and passages through the paseos.  

Mr. Bennit discussed the current lighting in the trees as well as replacing the current light pole fixtures.  The Committee also discussed colorful awnings that could be hung between Palm trees on the AMC site.  

Yumiko Whitaker asked that the other side of the block, (where IKEA is located) be looked at as well, to maintain uniformity of the Downtown area.  

Paul Ehre made a motion to continue discussions with Bennit + Mitchell; the motion was seconded by Sue Georgino and carried 8-0.
