Roll Call

Announcements

Gail Stewart introduced Mary Hamzoian, her new Assistant Downtown Manager, who would be working on various projects/events in the Downtown.  She also mentioned that they were distributing Wi-Fi stickers to the businesses Downtown.  Also, the Downtown’s website, www.downtown-burbank.org was currently receiving about 54 “hits” per day; this had doubled since June, 2005.  

Stewart mentioned that the CDA conference would be held in Burbank in September of 2007. Stewart also mentioned that CalFest would be holding there conference in Burbank in February of 2006.

Stewart mentioned that the number of “hits” the Downtown website received, had increased substantially.  From the period of August 2004 to August 2005, the site had received over 250,000 hits.

In other announcements, Stewart announced that they were preparing the holiday lights, which would be placed in the various trees located along San Fernando Boulevard between Magnolia Boulevard and Olive Avenue.

Stewart discussed the detailed budget outline for the Committee to consider all the cost options available to them.  It was the consensus of the Committee to go with the recommendations on the first page of the outline.  Sue Georgino made a motion to move forward with the project recommendation, seconded by Mary Alvord; motion carried 7-0.

II. Taste of Downtown Burbank

Stewart presented an overview of the “Taste of Downtown Burbank” event held September 29.  She said they had sold approximately $47,000 worth of tickets off of the website.

The “Downtown Burbank Fine Arts Festival” will be taking place on November 12th and 13th. Stewart mentioned that 54 artists had been booked so far. that some residents from the Senior Artists Colony expressed an interest in participating at the event.

The 12 Days of Holiday Cheer was coming along – KOST Radio Station would be participating, with their sponsor, M & M.  Also participating would be the YMCA, IKEA, and Radio Disney.  Metrolink was also able to adjust their train schedule so it would coincide with the event.
