The P-BID Board meeting was called to order at 2:05 p.m., Monday, November 20, 2006.

Roll Call

Announcements

Gail Stewart introduced Terry Stevenson from the City Attorney’s Office, and Carlos and Scott from our Information Technology Department, who would be discussing the Wi-Fi Program later on in the agenda.  She also introduced Nancy Winogradow and Ira Lippman, the new Vice-Chair and Chair, respectively, of the newly formed Magnolia Park P-BID Committee.

Ms. Stewart also announced that Smokin Jack’s, Wokcano’s, NYPD Pizza, Romancing the Bean, and Granville were all open for business and would be participating in the upcoming Holiday Block Party, to be held on Wednesday, December 6 at 4:30 p.m. with a ribbon cutting ceremony by the Mayor.  She also said that the Holiday Décor was being put up along San Fernando.  Ms. Stewart informed the Board that sometime in January 2007, Mary Hamzoian would be working more with the Magnolia Park P-BID and staff would be recruiting for a new Assistant Downtown Manager.  

Ms. Stewart also mentioned the numerous articles that featured various Downtown Burbank events covered in the October edition of Verdugo Magazine.  

Oral Communications

There were no members of the public present at the meeting that wished to speak during this time. 

Approval of Minutes

The minutes for the meeting of October 16, 2006, were approved as written.  Mary Alvord made a motion for approval, seconded by Yumiko Whitaker; motion carried 8-0. 

Treasurer’s Report

Michael Wilford, Treasurer, reported on the P-BID cash balance and disbursements.  Ray Adams made a motion for approval, seconded by Sue Georgino; motion carried

8-0.  A question was asked about our financial records and if they are subject to audits.  Mr. Wilford replied that they are not, however, a tax return is filed with all the necessary financial information.  

Agenda Items

I. Downtown Burbank Landscape Program


Gail Stewart discussed the landscape program and said that the bids would be going out sometime in early December; the bid would be awarded by the City Council, and staff was planning on the job beginning around April 2, 2007 and being completed by the first week of June, before the summer concert series started.  Also, because an irrigation drip system is already in place, that will be one less issue to deal with.  Public Works will also be assisting in this revitalization process by repainting all of the curbs, such as the handicapped parking areas.  Ms. Stewart also stated that the trashcans, ashtray cans and benches will be delivered directly from the vendor, Bennitt & Mitchell, which will save on the cost.  

Letters will also be going out to all the merchants when additional construction news becomes available and after all of the work has been completed, staff would like to schedule a more intensive steam cleaning of the sidewalks in the area. 

II. Downtown Burbank Special Event Update

Gail Stewart gave an update on the Burbank Fine Arts Festival and Street Painting event that occurred on the weekend of November 11 & 12.  She also discussed the upcoming 12 Days of Holiday Cheer activities that would be happening during the month of December.

III. P-BID Mid-cycle Budget Update

Michael Wilford reported on the P-BID budget actuals and projections.  He went over the past budget of 2004-05 and the projected budget covering 2008.  Michael Cusumano said he would like to go over some of the specifics with Mr. Wilford before the next meeting.  No action was taken on this item at this time.

IV. Board Term Reappointments

Gail Stewart reported that the Board Term reappointments were for:  Mary Alvord, Yumiko Whitaker, Sue Georgino, and Michael Wilford.  Yumiko Whitaker stated that due to a change in her work obligations, she would not be able to be reappointed to the Board.  Ray Adams made a motion for the above-mentioned names, except Yumiko, to be reappointed to the P-BID Board; it was seconded by Morris Goodstein and carried 8-0.

V. Budget Forecast 





Action Item
Gail Stewart reported on the Marketing Budget for upcoming events.  She said with the upcoming 12 Days of Holiday Cheer events and not having a meeting in December, she recommended $80,000 should be transferred from the City holding account to the P-BID checking account.  Mary Alvord made a motion for $80,000 to be transferred; it was seconded by Sue Georgino and carried 8-0.

      On-Going Operations Issues



Action Item

Sue Georgino explained that the city would be receiving a grant from Warner Bros. for  their  Wi-Fi Program,  however, Warner Bros. was concerned with the fact that since there is free internet access in the Downtown, there was also a need for protection from piracy.   Apparently, there was some new software available that prevented unauthorized internet downloading.  Terry Stevenson, Sr. Assistant City Attorney, mentioned that there are a few people who are using this system as their primary IFP, and when the system goes down, they call the City’s IT Department to complain.  After looking over the Agreement, Terry said people should not be doing this anyway, and that the section discussing the City not being held  responsible if the system went down, needed to have stronger wording to that  effect.  He  said  they  were  looking  at adding an “Acceptable Policy Use” term to the current Agreement.   This would mean anyone who wanted to  access  the system would need to “accept” the terms first which would include accepting that the City would not be liable if the system crashed.  There was a general consensus from the Board to agendize this item and have it presented to the City Council for their review.  Sue Georgino made a motion for this item to be agendized for City Council review; it was seconded by Ray Adams and carried 8-0.
