Roll Call

Announcements

Gail Stewart announced that Smokin Jack’s would be opening in about two weeks; NYPD Pizza and Romancing the Bean were already open.  She also announced the formation of a Magnolia Park P-BID.  Ms. Stewart also mentioned that additional signage regarding no skateboarding would be put up, near the Active store and the problem was improving.  There were also discussions about a possible Crate and Barrel locating in Burbank, she would keep the Board informed.

There were no members of the public present at the meeting that wished to speak during this time. 

Approval of Minutes

The minutes for the meeting of July 17, 2006, were approved as written.  Sue Georgino made a motion for approval, seconded by Morris Goodstein; motion carried 6-0.

Agenda Items

I. Downtown Burbank Wayfinding Update

Action Item


Jack Lynch discussed wayfinding signage and said they had budgeted $300,000 for this project and planned on working with Fluoresco Lighting Co.  There were two change orders in process with this company; the first was to add anti-graffiti film for the signs and the relocation of six installed signs.  There was a problem, however, with the relocation due to the street trees that were in the area.  The second change order for the addition of ten new poles in the Downtown area.  This was also proving to be problematic due to the street trees.  Staff was requesting approval from the Board for an additional $24,000 for these change orders.  Sue Georgino made a motion for approval of the change orders as outlined by staff, seconded by Mary Alvord; motion carried 6-0.

II. Downtown Burbank Landscape Program

Tom Brocket from Prime Building Materials displayed two veneer wall products and architecture consultant Todd Bennitt, were on hand to display the products and answer any questions from the Committee.  The cost will be approximately $40,000.  Sue Georgino made a motion for approval of the darker veneer with the sandblasted finish, seconded by Mary Alvord; motion carried 6-0.

Michael Cusumano asked for a line-by-line itemized cost allocation spreadsheet for this project.  Gail Stewart replied that staff would have a summary for the next meeting.

III.
Taste of Downtown Burbank Update                               
Gail Stewart reported that the goal for the Taste of Downtown event, which would be held on Thursday, September 21st, was to include 40 restaurants; last year there were 32 restaurants involved.  So far, staff had not received any negative responses.  Ms. Stewart mentioned that Verdugo Magazine expressed an interest in taking a photograph of both the YMCA Board and the P-BID Committee, together, since both groups were working together to sponsor this event.

IV. Special Event Update

Gail Stewart discussed some of events that were currently happening in the Downtown, and plans for upcoming events.  The Swinging Sounds from Downtown was still generating a great turnout and there would be two weeks left for this event.  The Fabulous Fall Festival was being planned for October 5th, and would be held on the other side of Macy’s; and the 12 Days of Holiday Cheer was also in the planning stages and staff was working on new, updated graphics for this event.  Ms. Stewart also mentioned that on December 8th, Metrolink would be participating in some of the holiday events.
