The P-BID Board meeting was called to order at 2:05 p.m., Monday, February 13, 2006.

Roll Call

Announcements

Gail Stewart announced that staff had met with the owners of Video Symphony, which was the former location of Gitano’s Restaurant.  This was a school with about 300 students that offered various classes on technical video instruction.  They will open sometime in June 2006. 

Ms. Stewart also mentioned that staff had attended the Cal Fest Conference last month and won first place for their Downtown Newsletter, first place for the Taste of Downtown logo, and second place for the Taste of Downtown brochure.  Also, as part of their sponsorship, the attendees were issued key cards with the Downtown logo, for their hotel.  She said staff would like to use this as a promotional item for next year’s Cal Fest Conference, which would be held in Burbank.   

Oral Communications

There were no members of the public present at the meeting that wished to speak during this time. 

Approval of Minutes

The minutes for the meeting of February 13, 2006, were approved as written with a motion by Morris Goodstein, seconded by Sue Georgino; motion carried 9-0. 

Yumiko Whitaker also mentioned that she would like to a part of any marketing discussions with Burbank Town Center and Gail Stewart.  Jim O”Neil replied that he would keep her informed whenever a meeting was taking place.

Treasurer’s Report

Since Michael Wilford, Treasurer, was not in attendance, it was the consensus of the Board to hold off on this item until next month’s meeting.

Agenda Items

I. Presentation on The Collection project (AMC Phase II) by Bob Champion


Gail Stewart introduced Bob Champion and his team; Kimberly Williams and Ken Calegari.   Mr. Champion gave a presentation on The Collection project (AMC Phase II).  He said there would be a three and a half level subterranean parking structure and numerous types of residential floor plans.  They were in negotiations with Red Pearl Restaurant, Urban Home, and a 2,500 sq. ft. Sketchers store.  Mr. Champion mentioned there would be a website available in approximately one month that would give a virtual reality tour of specific units.  He discussed the construction timeline and said they would have the 276 public parking spaces within the required 16 to 20 month time frame.

Mr. Champion also discussed the size and costs of the units; they ranged in size from 630 sq. ft. to 2,000 sq. ft. with costs starting at $300,000 to $1,002,000.  

II. Downtown Burbank Landscape Program

Gail Stewart said that staff had been working closely with Mike Moss, Public Works Traffic Engineer, regarding the Downtown Landscape Program, which will be presented before the City Council on Tuesday, March 28th.  She mentioned that the removal of the concrete “B”s and some of the seating walls at midstreet would be recommended, as well as new landscaping.  There would also be new trashcans, benches and bike racks installed.   New plant containers, plants and annuals would be added to update the area an add color. 

Ms. Stewart mentioned staff had been working with the City Attorney’s Office, Public Works and other departments on this program. CAO has determined that prevailing wages would be used on the project; however, staff is still working through bidding issues.

Gail Stewart reported on the Marketing Budget for 2006.  She said there was currently $15,000 in the checking account, however, with upcoming event expenses; she suggested that $20,000 be transferred from the City holding account to the P-BID checking account.

Ray Adams made a motion for $20,000 to be transferred; it was seconded by Morris Goodstein and carried 9-0.

Sue Georgino gave an update on the parking program and said it would need to be done in incremental stages.  She also reported that this item, which was scheduled to be presented before the City Council on 3/28, was being postponed.  Gail Stewart mentioned to the Committee that Public Works staff sent out 180 letters to property owners and merchants in the Downtown inviting them to a Community meeting regarding the proposed parking program.  There were two meetings held on one day at two different times.  (A morning and afternoon meeting).  At the first one, only one person attended and at the second one eight people attended.  Ms. Stewart said she had hoped for a larger turnout, however, she felt there was good communication, and the overall majority did not want parking meters in the Downtown. 

Ms. Georgino added in order for this program to work, there would need to be continued communication and parking enforcement was also an issue.  The Committee agreed that this item would need to be looked at again, and brought back for further discussion at a later date.
