No Smoking Program in Downtown Burbank




James Rigor, Smoking Ambassador, gave an update on this program.  He said that most of feedback had been positive; however, there were a few businesses that were concerned about the no smoking ban driving away their customers.

Downtown Burbank Streetscape Program




Gail Stewart provided the Board with an update on this program.  She said staff had met with Mariposa Horticulture Enterprises, Inc. and the project would be starting in January, 2008 and the job would be completed by mid-April.

P-BID Event Updates and Sponsorship Opportunities
Action Item
Gail Stewart gave an update on the Downtown Burbank ARTS Festival.  She said they had raised $135,000 and had received good feedback from merchants and the public.  Ford Motor Company had generously donated $1,000 to the P-BID, and with the Board’s approval, Ms. Stewart would like to have this amount donated to the ARTS Foundation.  Ray Adams made a motion for the donation of $1,000 to be donated to the ARTS Foundation, seconded by Morris Goodstein; motion carried 9-0.

Ms. Stewart also discussed the 12 Days of Holiday Cheer, and said that so far, all of the events had been well attended and the tree lighting ceremony had been a big success.

She also discussed a letter approving the contract between the City and Mariposa  Horticultural Enterprises Inc. for the Downtown Burbank Landscape Project.  The P-BID Board would need to approve the expenditure of $508,000 of its funds for this Project.  Ray Adams made a motion for $508,000 to be appropriated for this project; it was seconded by Morris Goodstein and carried 9-0.
