Downtown Burbank Steering Committee Update
Action Item



Gail Stewart provided the Board with an update on this Committee regarding P-BID renewal.   The Steering Committee met last week and created a Management Plan budget, which was distributed to the Board for their review.  Michael Cususmano stated that after reviewing all of the information, he felt comfortable saying that P-BID assessments would not need to be increased this year.
Sue Georgino made a motion to accept the management plan budget, with the proposed changes from the Board; it was seconded by Mary Alvord and carried 6-0.

Action Item
Gail Stewart reported on the budget for upcoming events and said she would recommend $25,000 be transferred from the City holding account to the P-BID checking account.  Sunder Ramani made a motion for $25,000 to be transferred; it was seconded by Ray Adams and carried 6-0.

Sponsorship Opportunities
Gail Stewart presented three Downtown Burbank Partnership sponsorship opportunities:  1) BTAC Dinner honoring Sue Georgino, March7th; 2) Burbank Chamber Dinner honoring Mary Alvord, April 5th and; 3) Starlight Bowl, summer 2008.  It was the consensus of the Board to contribute $4,000 towards these sponsorships.  
Sunder Ramani made a motion for approval; it was seconded by Ray Adams and carried 6-0.

Downtown Burbank Parking Management Plan

Action Item

Jack Lynch presented a parking program for the Board’s review and consideration.  He discussed the need to make parking more easy for visitors, the need to better maintain the parking structure and the financial challenges of the parking authority. Mr. Lynch then provided the details of a pilot program.  In closing, Mr. Lynch stated that he would be taking the Pilot Program before the City Council on April 22, 2008.
Ray Adams made a motion to accept staff’s recommendation of the proposed pilot program; it was seconded by Sunder Ramani and carried 6-0.
