Announcements

Ms. Stewart announced that the new Burbank Athletic Club Director would be on hand to introduce the band performing on Thursday night.

Oral Communications

Mr. Byrd Holland, who is a resident at the Burbank Village Walk, discussed street signage that is burned out outside his patio at Angeleno and San Fernando. He called PW  to report this and found out the signs that are illuminated are going to be replaced with reflective signage. Mr. Holland feels the new streetscape is beautiful and thinks the reflective signs will not match the rest of the street, nor be as effective. Ken Johnson, Traffic Engineer, was at the meeting and has agreed to go out and look at the signs with Mr. Holland. Ken said the signs are being replaced with the reflective type to save money on all the light bulbs and maintenance needed to keep the illuminated type signs. The reflective will be less expensive and require less maintenance. The consensus of the Board was that this item needed further discussion so it will be brought back at the next meeting.

Downtown Burbank Streetscape Improvement Project
Gail Stewart gave an update on the Downtown Streetscape Improvement Project.  This project was approximately 95% complete and work was continuing on Angeleno to Verdugo Avenue; the plants are in, new benches and trash containers and staff had received very good feedback.

Gail Stewart updated the Board on all of the upcoming summer concert series and distributed brochures.  She said all of the concerts so far, had been very well attended and everyone had a great time.

No Smoking Update





Ray Adams reported that he and Chair Michael Cusumano had met with Barry Kessler, a property owner, regarding the letter he had written on the No Smoking Ordinance.  He discussed his concerns and Mr. Adams said he had not received any further complaints on the issue.  Chair Cusumano pointed out that Mr. Kessler’s father, Allen, was going to be honored as the “Jeweler of the Year” and that it would be a nice gesture if staff could draft a letter to him from the P-BID Board congratulating him.
