I. Downtown Burbank Street Trees



Action Item
Gail Stewart presented for consideration a new tree lighting design for the trees in Downtown along San Fernando Blvd.  Since the light fixtures being used will be LED lamp technology and there will be considerable cost effectiveness involved, BWP said they would fund the tree lighting project if there will be an energy saving with the new lighting design.  The new design will light 64 trees on both sides of San Fernando Blvd. between Magnolia and Angeleno and the total approximate cost will be $77,000.
Morris Goodstein made a motion for approval, seconded by JC Holt; motion carried 9-0.
