The P-BID Board meeting was called to order at 2:00 p.m., Monday, June 15, 2009.

Roll Call
Announcements
Gail Stewart discussed the possibility of changing the meeting time of the P-BID meeting in order to accommodate Jim O’Neil’s and Paul Ehre’s schedules.  Joy Forbes said she had a conflict on the third Monday of the month if the meeting was changed to the morning.  It was decided that Gail would send out an email to all of the members and get a consensus.  
Ray Adams said that the Cultural Arts Committee item was presented to the City Council and passed.  He said he will represent the Committee again next year.  He also mentioned that they would be developing a website and was hoping it could be linked to the Downtown Burbank and other city websites.

Ms. Stewart mentioned that Sue Georgino’s retirement dinner will be on Saturday, June 27th and invitations were mailed to all of the Committee members.   Gail also mentioned that she and staff had met with Marialyce Pedersen, from Disney Environmentality to discuss incentives and ideas to “Green” the Taste of Downtown Burbank more than last year.  The goal last year was to “reduce, reuse, and recycle” and this was accomplished.  Staff will continue to meet with Marialyce and Kreigh Hampel from Burbank Recycle Center to expand efforts in creating and motivating restaurants and attendees to participate in this goal.

At this time, the Board wanted to express their gratitude for the service of Sue Georgino and Sunder Ramani.  This would be their last meeting as Sue is retiring and Sunder would no longer be on the YMCA Board; J.C. Holt would be replacing Sunder on the P-BID Board.
Oral Communications
There were no members of the public present at the meeting that wished to speak during this time.

Approval of Minutes
The minutes for the meeting of May 18, 2009, were approved with an exception; Nat Rubinfeld’s name was spelled incorrectly on page 2.  Sunder Ramani made a motion for approval with the noted corrections, seconded by Sue Georgino; motion carried 7-0.

Treasurer’s Report
Since Michael Wilford, Treasurer, was absent, Gracie Coronado reported on the P-BID cash balance and disbursements.  Ray Adams made a motion for approval, seconded by Sunder Ramani; motion carried 7-0.

Agenda Items
I. Downtown Management District Plan


Action Item
Gail Stewart presented the proposed timeline to complete various projects and programs. She discussed Capital Improvements, Maintenance/Security, and Promotions, Advertising, Events and Banners. 
Sue Georgino discussed the tourism aspect of the plan and said while she understood the thought process behind holding off on implementing this, at the same time, they should be taking advantage of reaching out to people that were not traveling during these difficult economic times and were staying close to home.
Sunder Ramani made a motion for approval of the timeline of the Downtown Management District Plan, seconded by Sue Georgino; motion carried 7-0.

II. Downtown Burbank Ambassadors



Action Item
Gracie Coronado gave an update on the Ambassador program.  She said the new Ambassador was Christian Aguilar.  Gracie also recommended proceeding with purchasing a GEM-like vehicle for the Ambassadors to drive.  She also proposed adding an additional day for the Ambassadors starting July 2nd at the Summer Concerts.  
Ray Adams made a motion for approval of the Downtown Burbank Ambassadors, seconded by Morris Goodstein; motion carried 7-0.

III. Come Out and Dance Summer Concert Series


Gail Stewart discussed the summer concert program.

IV. Marketing and Promotions
A. Jack Lynch discussed the Economic Summit and Business Expo held on May 28th.  He said there had been a very good turnout for the event and staff was working on preparing CD’s for distribution of material covered in the seminar. 
B. Robin Faulk discussed the SHOP Burbank campaign and said the next postcard would be going out sometime in August as a tie-in to “Back to School.”  There would also be another one for the holidays, which would go out in November 2009, which would also be the one year anniversary of this program.
V. On-going Operational Issue




Action Item
Gail Stewart reported on the budget for upcoming events and the summer concert series and said she recommended $100,000 be considered to be transferred from the City holding account to the P-BID checking account.  Sunder Ramani made a motion for $100,000 to be transferred, it was seconded by Morris Goodstein; motion carried 7-0.
VI. New Items
An announcement was made that Don Cuco’s was planning on opening Thursday, June18th.  Also, the tenant improvements on the Tunnicliffe building on Olive Avenue were discussed and the Board agreed that they had significantly improved the overall look.  It was decided among the Board to have a letter drafted by the Committee and sent to Tom Tunnicliffe acknowledging this.
