The P-BID Board meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m., Thursday, January 7, 2010.

Roll Call
City Staff Communications

Ken Johnson, Public Works Department, updated the Board on a few items.  He discussed the newly proposed Internally-Illuminated LED signage program for San Fernando Blvd.  The City received a $60,000 energy grant, which would be extremely beneficial in getting this program off the ground.  He also discussed Smart Parking and said this project would be starting next week.  Mr. Johnson will return next month to give the Board a more comprehensive update on both of these items.  In closing, he discussed the current wi-fi system the City has in place.  He said that Public Works would like to propose attaching its fiber optics to this wi-fi system for several reasons:  it would make it more stable, cheaper, and more fault tolerant.  PW staff will be presenting this request to the City Council for funding approval and will keep the Board informed as to what happens.
Announcements
Gail Stewart discussed the City of Burbank’s Rose Parade entry that won the Animation Award.  Joy Forbes also mentioned that the Tournament of Roses agreed to work with the City and suggest to those who plan on submitting a float design to remember to give their design a centennial themed float for Burbank since the City will be celebrating its centennial in 2011. Next year’s theme is “Building Dreams, Friendships and Memories”. Hopefully, the designs will promote and help celebrate, market, and advertise Burbank.     
Gail also mentioned that Southwest Magazine would be featuring the Downtown area in a 16 page ad in its March edition.  In addition, Johnny Rockets will be opening soon, and staff will be planning a grand opening.  The most recent holiday SHOP BURBANK ad campaign was very successful and staff is planning another one with a Valentine’s Day theme for the whole month of February.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes for the meeting of November 16, 2009, were approved with one exception; a change needed to be made on the time mentioned on Page 3.  Ray Adams made a motion for approval, seconded by Michael Wilford; motion carried 8-0. 
Treasurer’s Report
Michael Wilford, Treasurer, reported on the P-BID cash balance and disbursements.  Morris Goodstein made a motion for approval, seconded by Nat Rubinfeld; motion carried 8-0.

II. 12 Days of Holiday Cheer Review






Gail Stewart provided the Board with several merchant responses and gave an update on the holiday events.  There were approximately 34 events that took place, and all of them were very successful, including the Holley Trolley tours.  They also received good coverage from the Burbank Leader and Burbank Times.
III. Ornament Storage at Burbank Town Center Update


Gail Stewart gave an update on the new holiday décor storage area.  The storage is complete and up to City codes. All of the ornaments are now in the new storage. 
IV. Downtown GEM Vehicle
Gail Stewart provided an update on the proposed purchase of the GEM vehicle.  She suggested P-BID purchase the GEM e4, which seats 3 people plus the driver, has a night bar on top, doors, and is equipped with a gel battery. The cost will be approximately $15,425, and it will take approximately 30 days for the vehicle to be delivered once it is ordered.  This vehicle will be used mainly by the Downtown Ambassadors and the Downtown staff.  Gail also mentioned that the Ambassadors will be required to complete an 8 hour driving class before using the vehicle.  Staff is still looking at storage options.
