Announcements

Approval of Minutes

I. Downtown Holiday Décor





Gail Stewart gave an update on the holiday décor for 2010.  Stewart reported Burbank Water and Power had offered to put $150,000 towards the Holiday Décor and Tree Lighting Project. Staff will be taking this agenda item to City Council on July 27th.
II. Downtown Burbank LED Tree Lighting Program




Gail Stewart discussed the demonstration tree with Downtown staff and tree light designer Kathy Cerra and associates. Staff reported there will be two lights shooting downward and three lights shooting upward to the canopy of the tree. 
III. Downtown Burbank Ambassador Program


Gail Stewart provided an update on this program with City National. She said staff would be meeting with them next week to finalize the training.  At a suggestion from the Board, staff would also work on making the Ambassadors more recognizable.
IV. P-BID Board Members Recruitments



Action Item
Gail Stewart introduced the applicants for the board vacancy: “At Large, Small Business Owner.”  The open vacancy for “At Large, Large Property Owner” will be discussed at the next meeting.  The first applicant, Barbara Holliday, works with the Flappers Comedy Club that will be moving into the former Macaroni Grill location.  The next applicant, Dominick Scarola, is the owner of North End Pizza, and the third and final applicant was Seni Lawi from Hagen Daaz.

Come Out and Dance Summer Concert Series 




Gail Stewart presented the new concert series brochure and said the kick-off concert would start tonight at 6:00 p.m. Marissa Minor discussed sponsorships secured so far; Bill Toth and Associates, Hooters, Yelp, and Chipotle. In addition, Marissa mentioned that instead of a monetary contribution, Pho Citi offered to take photographs of people at the concerts, and brand them with their logo and the Downtown Burbank logo as an in-kind sponsor.

    Downtown Burbank Wi Fi Program





Gail Stewart introduced Jason Miller from the IT Department who provides an update on this program.  He said that this new plan would provide options to update the existing Downtown wireless system.  They received a good price from the Meraki Company, which would also provide good growth potential.  After Downtown staff met with Public Works staff and the IT Department, Public Works offered to pay for both the installation and hardware to upgrade the wi fi system in Downtown.  The Redevelopment Agency will pay the $540 monthly maintenance fee using ITS Public Information account.  The Board also discussed usage time and proposed a one-hour on and one-hour off time period.

    Burbank Centennial Update





Gail Stewart gave an update on the various Burbank Centennial events.  She said the Committee has been discussing fireworks from the parking structure behind City Hall on July 8, 2011, at 9:30 p.m.  They are planning on setting up four stages for entertainment and having TV personalities such as Jay Leno, Ron Howard, Fritz Coleman, Mark Harmon, Mario Lopez, and Gary Owens at the celebration.
