Roll Call
Announcements
Gail Stewart announced that all of the payphones located in the Downtown area had been removed. Kathy Cerra from Cerra and Associates, signed the Professional Service Agreement for the Downtown tree LED Lighting Program. The new lighting should be completed before the holidays.  Ms. Stewart also mentioned that Flappers Comedy Club had been approved by the City Council.  In closing, she said the next SHOP BURBANK campaign would be running from July 15th – September 6th.

I. Downtown Holiday Décor




Action Item
Gail Stewart gave an update on the proposed Downtown Holiday Décor.  Also, George Livermore and his assistant from Dekra Lite gave a presentation on some of the new design pieces for the holiday season.  One of the pieces is a 36 foot tall Holiday tree for the AMC Walkway that will allow visitors to walk through the middle of the base. New lights are also proposed to be installed on the trees along San Fernando Boulevard symbolizing snow falling.   The proposed new holiday décor, if approved, will be installed and in place from November 2010 through early January 2011.

Ted Slaught made a motion to purchase the holiday décor and this would include set-up/take-down. He also wanted staff to look into developing partnerships with other companies/departments/agencies to assist with the financing, seconded by Ray Adams; motion carried 8-1.

Staff will be taking this item before the Downtown Parking Management Committee followed by a general meeting of Downtown stakeholders, before conducting a Study Session with the City Council.

Gail Stewart provided an update on the Ambassador program and said staff is reviewing a contract from City National Security.  The program should be in place by the summer.
