The P-BID Board meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m., Thursday, March 4, 2010.

Roll Call
City Staff Communications

Ken Johnson, Public Works Department, updated the Board on a few items.  He discussed the newly proposed Internally-Illuminated LED signage program for San Fernando Blvd. and had a sample street sign with the Downtown logo for the Board’s review.  He mentioned that the City received a $60,000 energy grant, which would be beneficial in getting this program off the ground.  He also discussed the current wi-fi system the City has in place.  Mr. Johnson will return next month to give the Board a more comprehensive update on both of these items.  
Announcements
Jack Lynch discussed the Collection Project, which was in the process of adding Panera Bread and Gold’s Gym as new tenants.  To assist in this process, they would like to modify their current entitlement agreement for proposed land use changes to allow for more restaurant uses and a gym.  They will be bringing this before the Planning Board and the Board was asked whether a letter should be drafted in support of this proposed modification. 
Ray Adams made a motion for approval of a letter in support, seconded by Paul Ehre; motion carried 8-0. 

Gail Stewart shared the March edition of Spirit Magazine from Southwest Airlines, which featured a 16 page story highlighting the Downtown and the Magnolia Park District and a framed picture of the opening story about Burbank was also presented.  In addition, she mentioned the Taste of Downtown logo had won a 1st Place award at the Cal Fest conference and there were also several honorable mentions for other programs.  The most recent SHOP BURBANK ad campaign was very successful, with 110 merchants participating and the next ad will be going out two weeks before Mother’s Day.

Approval of Minutes
The minutes for the meeting of January 7, 2010, were approved as written.  Ray Adams made a motion for approval, seconded by Morris Goodstein; motion carried 7-0.

Gail Stewart gave an update on this program.  She said staff was not satisfied with the performance of the current company and they were working on updating the program and getting a new company involved.  After the top companies are selected, the Board will designate a few members to interview the top candidates.

Gail Stewart reported on the budget for upcoming events and recommended $20,000 be considered to be transferred from the City holding account to the P-BID checking account.
Ray Adams made a motion for $20,000 to be transferred, it was seconded by Morris Goodstein; motion carried 9-0.

Gail also mentioned that the Professional Services Agreement with Kathy Cerra Associates, regarding improving the lighting on the street trees in the Downtown, was being finalized.  She said the cost would be approximately $12,000 to $15,000 and asked for the Board’s approval for $15,000. 

Greg Herrmann made a motion to enter into an agreement with Kathy Cerra Associates, it was seconded by Ted Slaught; motion carried 9-0.
