The P-BID Board meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m., Thursday, May 6, 2010.

Roll Call
Announcements
Gail Stewart announced that the Annual Report was approved by the City Council.  She also mentioned that all of the payphones located in the Downtown area, except for one, have been removed. The Smart Signage Program is underway and should be up in June.  
Since Kessler Jewelers announced that they would be closing, the Board directed staff to write a letter to Barry Kessler thanking him for the 43 years of service to Burbank and the community.  

Approval of Minutes
The minutes for the meeting of March 4, 2010, were approved as submitted.  Ray Adams made a motion for approval, seconded by Nat Rubinfeld; motion carried 10-0. 
Treasurer’s Report
Michael Wilford, Treasurer, reported on the P-BID cash balance and disbursements.  Morris Goodstein made a motion for approval, seconded by JC Holt; motion carried 10-0. 
Oral Communications
There were no members of the public present at the meeting that wished to speak during this time.

Agenda Items
I. Downtown Burbank Ambassador Program Update

Action Item
Gail Stewart gave an update on the four companies that staff had interviewed for the Ambassador Program. Staff recommended City National Security, and proposed that a board member, a Burbank Police Department employee, and a staff person meet, with the company to finalize a contract.  
Ray Adams made a motion to work with staff to enter into a security contract subject to review by the Chair, seconded by Joy Forbes; motion carried 10-0.

II. Economic Development Update





Mary Hamzoian from CDD gave an update to the Board on a possible new tenant looking to relocate within the Downtown area.  Flappers Comedy Club is looking to move to the former Macaroni Grill location, and is seeking assistance through Economic Development for its tenant improvements.  Flappers has asked for $190,000 and would enter into a ten year agreement with the City. The loan will be forgivable as long as it stays within the established thresholds.  This item will be presented to the City Council on May 11th. The P-BID Board directed staff to draft a letter of endorsement from the Downtown Partnership.
Ted Slaught made a motion to endorse the program with a letter of endorsement, seconded by Nat Rubinfeld; motion carried 10-0.
III. Personnel Issues






Action Item

Gail Stewart gave an update on Robin Faulk, even though he is currently out of the country that he is still working on various PBID items.  Regarding Marissa Minor, Ms. Stewart asked the Board to consider a $2.00 per hour pay increase now, and in six months consider another pay increase, sick pay, vacation pay, and holiday pay.  As a reminder, she mentioned that the Downtown PBID pays 65% of her salary and the Magnolia Park PBID pays 35%. Michael Cusumano asked that this item be brought back before the Board in three to four months, with staff putting together a detailed compensation package for the Board to review.

Ray Adams made a motion for Marissa Minor to receive a $2.00 per hour pay increase effective immediately, and the Board to look at a more comprehensive salary package for her in 3 months, seconded by JC Holt; motion carried 10-0.

IV. Marketing and Event Update
Marissa Minor provided an update on the Downtown Burbank ARTS Festival, held on April 24th and 25th.   She also gave an update on activities planned for Fire Service Day, scheduled for May 8th.
