The Board meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m., Thursday, October 6, 2011.

Roll Call
Announcements
Gail Stewart announced that the annual Burbank Film Fest was held this past September in Downtown Burbank. Several of the events screening were held in Downtown Burbank. 
Radio Station KFWB’s new ‘On Your Corner’ program that explores local communities came to Burbank this past September. Gail Stewart was asked to give a live interview regarding the upcoming annual Taste of Downtown Burbank, the interview aired on September 16, 2011.
Gail Stewart also mentioned that the Magnolia Park Partnership would not be renewing and will discontinue in 2011. 
Staff met with Cella Gallery regarding programming an upcoming art walk that would occupy vacant business spaces. The art walk may take place the first Friday of the month in Downtown Burbank. 
The Metrolink Holiday Train is set to visit Downtown Burbank again this year. The sponsorship for this event has increased to a $2,000 fee. The Burbank Fire Department has graciously agreed to help facilitate the event by paying half of the event fee, the other half will be paid by the Partnership. 
Finally, the Downtown Tree lighting program has been finished. The final plans will now make their rounds to be signed off by each department. 
Approval of Minutes
The minutes for the meeting of July 28, 2011, were approved as written. Ray Adams made a motion for approval, seconded Joy Forbes; motion carried 9-0. 

Treasurer’s Report
Michael Wilford, Treasurer, reported on P-BID cash balances and disbursements for the Downtown Burbank Partnership. The Board asked that an update be given on the SMART Parking program and its fund allocations which Staff will provide at the next Board meeting with the assistance of Ken Johnson. Upon request, Ruth Davidson-Guerra gave an update on the state of Redevelopment and its funding including how it may impact the P-BID. Currently a payment plan is in place for the City of Burbank’s Redevelopment programming to continue. At this time there is no plan beyond the life of the Downtown Burbank P-BID (2013). Any pertinent updates to the issue of Redevelopment will be presented to the Board. 
Ray Adams made a motion to approve the Treasurers Report, seconded Joy Forbes; motion carried 9-0. 
Oral Communications
J.C.Holt from the Burbank Community YMCA asked the Board to consider a sponsorship renewal for the Annual Turkey Trot run. Last years Thanksgiving run brought over 1,500 entrants. The Board agreed to discuss the issue during Ongoing Operational Issues.

Gail Stewart gave an update on changes to the Downtown maintenance program due to citywide budget cuts. Steam cleaning which in the past took place up to two times a month in the summer and winter will now be decreased to once a month. In addition the yearly District-wide steam cleaning will no longer take place. Staff will look at and report back on the cost of increasing P-BID maintenance services to balance the reduction in City services. 
II. Awards! Awards! Awards!



Gail Stewart announced that Downtown Burbank had won the Daily News Readers Choice Award for the ‘Best Downtown’. In addition it was announced that the City had won an award for ‘Best Special’ event from the California Downtown Association (CDA). Gail Stewart and Marissa Minor along with Vice-Char Ray Adams and Vice Mayor Dave Golanski will attend the CD A conference next week to accept the award. 
III. Burbank Centennial Party of the Century Update 

         Action Item
Gail Stewart provided a Centennial Update and asked that P-BID funding cover current outstanding City Centennial bills in the amount of $10,950.00. In addition it was asked that Centennial bills that had already been paid, totaling $12,001.18 be retroactively approved. Gail discussed the event attendance of over 35,000 visitors to the Downtown Burbank area and shared that the event positively impacted all area restaurants and shops. Ray Adams made a motion to approve cleared Centennial payments and to consent payment of the current outstanding Centennial bill, the motion was seconded by Michael Cusumano; motion carried 9-0.
IV. Taste of Downtown Burbank, October 6, 2011
Taste of Downtown Burbank has three chef demonstrations and is again being hosted by KABC Radio Host and Zagat Guide editor Merrill Shindler. There are 35 participating restaurants and four booth sponsors for the event that have brought in $2,000. In addition several in-kind sponsorships have been formed with area business including The Burbank Leader, Yelp, and Anheuser Bush.

Michael Wilford made a motion for $75,000 to be transferred, it was seconded by Jonathan Rubinfeld; motion carried 9-0.
