Announcements
James Rigor gave an update on the Second-hand Smoking Ordinance.  A question was raised as to the availability of No Smoking stickers. James mentioned that they could be obtained online. Ruth Davidson-Guerra offered financial assistance from the Redevelopment Agency to help with the No Smoking signage and stickers.
Gail Stewart gave the following updates:

Charging Stations for Public Cars in Downtown Burbank
Gail Stewart introduced Xavier Baldwin from BWP to provide an update on this program. BWP is attempting to obtain chargers through the Charge Point America Program funded by the Department of Energy.  BWP will provide a few locations and the program will provide the chargers at no cost.  BWP will install and maintain the chargers.  This will be a three year program that will allow BWP to understand electric vehicle charging and how it will affect Burbank’s power system.  It is estimated that, by 2015, there could be as many as 1500 electric vehicles in the City.  This item will be discussed at a later meeting when BWP will have updated information.
