Burbank Police Department
Lt. Eric Rosoff, Watch Commander, spoke to the group regarding Police Department service calls for Downtown.  From January 1, 2011 to present, there were 31 vehicle burglaries, mostly in the parking structures located at 148 Orange Grove Avenue, 240 Orange Avenue, and the IKEA parking structure.  The Police Department is also considering cameras in the parking structures plus signs to inform visitors of ways to protect themselves from crime and a more visible police presence.

  Downtown Street Tree Lighting Project
Gail Stewart gave an update on the project.  The City Council approved the street light project by a 5-0 vote. A letter has been sent to Steiney Co requesting their services.  A Purchase Order is expected by May 2, 2011.  
       III. ARTS ALIVE!

Staff gave an update on this exciting event. The Downtown Arts Festival occurs twice annually in the spring and fall. This season’s festival involved both the Cultural Arts Commission and the Burbank Arts for All Commission. For this weekend’s festival, at least 100 artists will participate and 12 chalk artists are expected to join designing art from Burbank’s vivid history. Burbank Water and Power and the Burbank Recycling Center will also be present at the event educating guest about Earth Day and other environmental initiatives.

  Diagonal Parking and Smart Parking
Ken Johnson, Burbank City Traffic Engineer reported that the Smart Parking display units are now in place and are currently being tested. A fully operational system is expected by the end of April. The new signage will now show the number of parking spaces available in each structure. Funding for the LED street name signage was lost, however Ken is hopeful that new funding will become available in the future. Ken also informed the group that diagonal crosswalks at Magnolia and San Fernando Boulevards would not be recommended by staff.
