Announcements
Gail Stewart announced that Another Broken Egg Café would hold its Grand Opening on June 15, 2011, all were encouraged to attend. 
The Which Wich Sandwich place is set to replace the former Rocky Mountain Chocolate Shop located at 302 N. San Fernando Road. The business owners are in the permit phase and should be open by the end of July.  

The Downtown Burbank Street Tree Lighting program is in progress with installation set to begin on or around July 1, 2011. 

Approval of Minutes
The minutes for the meetings of January 6, 2011, and April 12, 2011, were presented for consideration of approval. Morris Goodstein made a motion for approval, seconded by Michael Wilford; motion carried 7-0.

Downtown Maintenance Changes 
Changes to the maintenance services in Downtown Burbank paid by the City of Burbank could include cutting pressure washing to once a month (opposed to the standard twice a month) due to Public Works Department budget cuts. Staff will keep the Board informed should any decision on the possible maintenance changes to take place.

  Starlight Bowl Sponsorship
Gail Stewart brought the Board information on the Starlight Bowl Sponsorship program. It was noted that the Board had previously supported the summer concert program at a $2,500.00 level. Michael Wilford made a motion to support the Burbank Starlight Bowl with a $2,500.00 sponsorship for the 2011 season, seconded by Morris Goodstein; motion carried 7-0.

A motion was made by Ray Adams to accept the Downtown Burbank Annual Report as approved by City Council, seconded by Morris Goodstein; motion carried 7-0.

Gail Stewart gave an update on the various Burbank Centennial events.  She mentioned in greater detail some of the exciting plans for the PARTY OF THE CENTURY which will be held in Downtown Burbank. Some of these exciting plans include a mascot parade, an air parade featuring vintage Lockheed planes, and a special cupcake tower display. Also, there will be five stages of music to entertain crowds and food services will be provided by Downtown Burbank restaurants.
