The P-BID Board meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m., Thursday, July 28, 2011.

Roll Call
Announcements
Gail Stewart announced that Downtown Burbank won the Daily News People Choice Award for ‘Best Downtown 2011.’
The Centennial ‘100 and More Ways to Celebrate’ brochure lists all of the centennial activities left in the year. It also lists all of the sponsors that helped to make the Party of the Century and other signature City events possible. 

Staff met with a property owner along San Fernando Blvd. and Olive Ave. interested in having a power pole removed. The pole obstructs the view of a tenant and is not currently in use. Staff will be following up with Dave Filson from BWP and will update the Board.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes for the meeting of June 2, 2011, were presented for consideration of approval. Greg Herrmann made a motion for approval, seconded by James O’Neil; motion carried 6-0. 
Treasurer’s Report
Gail Stewart gave the Treasurers Report in Michael Wilfords absence. Currently, there is a need to replenish both the Checking and Money Market accounts which will be discussed during On-going Operational issues. Joy Forbes made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report for approval, seconded by Jonathan Rubinfeld; the motion carried 6-0.

Oral Communications
There were no members of the public present at the meeting that wished to speak during this time.

Agenda Items
    I.    
Burbank 2035 
Tracy Steinkruger from the City’s Planning and Transportation Division came and spoke to the Board about long range planning and the new ‘2035’ plan that will replace all outdated land use and redevelopment goals. This new plan, which will include input from city employees, residents, and visitors, will be used by City Boards, Commissions, and City Council to develop new programs. The core of the program, www.burbanktownhall.org is a site that anyone can access and comment on. So far 70 new ideas have been submitted, some pertaining to the Downtown Burbank area. Staff will follow up with Ms. Steinkruger as new Downtown Burbank ideas come in and see if it is feasible for the Board to work on implementation of these ideas to support the City’s vision for the next 25 years.

  KFWB Radio on Your Corner
Mary Hamzoian from the City’s Economic Development Department introduced Erick Beck, Alexandra Munster, and Nate Cordray, associates from CBS news radio who gave a presentation on their new community broadcasting program ‘KFWB on Your Corner’. Mrs. Hamzoian expressed that this specialized program would help to enhance economic vitality in Burbank. The 14 hour broadcast is set to take place Friday, September 16, 2011. 
       III. Event Updates 
Gail Stewart showed photos from the very successful Party of the Century event on July 8, 2011. Police estimate that over 25,000 people attended the event. 18 restaurants gave special ‘Centennial deals’ and were packed with visitors. Ray Adams noted that the Burbank Association of Realtors gave away framed Centennial posters at their Centennial booth that every one really enjoyed. 
Photos from the Thursday night Summer Concert Series were also shown; the concerts have been very well attended this summer. Staff recognized Joyce Rudolph on her retirement from the Burbank Leader at one of the Summer Concerts with a plaque; she was very thankful to receive it and said that she hopes to continue to work with the Burbank community in her retirement. 

The Taste of Downtown Burbank staff will be doing an assessment of KABC and KFWB radio personality Chefs to compare the listenership and draw of each. The comparison will be discussed with the board to determine who will be invited to emcee at the 2011 event.  

Planning for the 12 Days of Holiday Cheer has begun. The twelve days of events will begin Monday, December 1, 2011. The Burbank Centennial Time Capsule will be part of our 12 days of events. The time capsule burial will be on December 12 at 4:00PM. Several businesses have already committed to take part in the 12 Days of Holiday Cheer. An ad will be placed in the Fall/Winter Parks and Recreation Brochure.  
       IV.   On-going Operations Issues

    To honor the passing of Board member Morris Goodstein, the Board directed 

    Staff to make a donation in his honor to the Burbank Civitan Club. Staff will 
 follow up with Morris’s family to make the donation. 

         Gail Stewart reported on the budget for upcoming events and recommended $90,000 be transferred from the City holding account to the P-BID checking account. James O’Neil made a motion for $90,000 to be transferred, seconded by Joy Forbes; motion carried 6-0.


Staff reported to the Board on the actual costs versus revenue for the Taste of Downtown Burbank and the ticket cost at similar events that take place in neighboring cities. A five dollar increase for both Food and Beer and Wine Garden Tickets was discussed. The profits of the additional $5.00 would offset expenses for the Downtown Burbank Partnership. Joy Forbes made a motion to increase both ticket prices with the fund adjustment going to the Downtown Burbank Partnership, seconded by James O’Neil; motion carried 6-0. 


The Board then discussed placing a center page glossy ad in the Daily News’s ‘Best of Issue’, in which Downtown Burbank will be listed as winner of the ‘Best Downtown’. Online advertising was discussed as an alternative and Gail Stewart noted that some Centennial advertising had been done online with success for the Centennial. James O’Neil made a motion to take out a glossy center ad in the Daily News Special Section, seconded by Greg Herrmann; motion carried 5-1.
 VI.   New Items
Barbara Holliday announced to the Board that a special Comedy contest would be held at Flappers Comedy Club featuring Rick Dees and the Radio Station Hot 93.4 in October 2011. Staff discussed a possible partnership with Flappers Comedy Club and Rick Dees at the Taste of Downtown Burbank on Thursday, October 6, 2011.
