II. Taste of Downtown Burbank 

Gail Stewart reported that ticket sales were down this year due to several factors including having to redesign the event website, inclement weather and the continued economic downturn. On a positive note, staff noted that the Recycle Center reported an increase in waste reduction. This year over 80% of waste was diverted to recycling or compost. Zero waste is considered waste diversion over 90%. The Board asked that a full financial report be brought to the next Board meeting when more members were present.

Gail Stewart provided a 12 Days of Holiday Cheer update to the Board. This year the LA Kings and Chevrolet will be joining the Mayor’s Tree Lighting event on December 1st as sponsors. Staff is also currently working on an agreement with the radio station 94.7 the Wave to sponsor the holiday season and provide advertising. As in years past there are 12 full days of activities.
